He lived through a very important time in Israel's
history! It was a time when the nation of Judah was
very wicked so God sent Babylon to punish them.

However, at the end of Daniel’s life, he saw God's
judgment poured out on Babylon, and the first few
people of Judah return back to their homeland:

This book teaches us that God rules

over everything! He shows His great
power by bringing His people through

judgments to shape them for their

future role in His Kingdom.

A Key phrase is: "that the living may
know that the Most High rules in the
Kingdom of Men, and gives it to
whom he will". God is in control! So
many of the Kings of Babylon needed

to learn this!
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To properly study the story of Daniel, we must go back to the
first attack of King Nebuchadnezzar of Babylon in the days of
Jehoiakim the King of Judah!

God had been warning the people of Judah that if they did not start following
God, they would be taken captive to Babylon as a punishment!

Even though God had told them this would happen, the people of Judah still
did not listen and continued to disobey God.

So God sent Nebuchadnezzar the King of Babylon to attack Jerusalem! King
Nebuchadnezzar took back to Babylon anyone in Jerusalem whom he
thought might be useful to him.
