When God created the earth, He had a wonderful plan in mind. He wanted the earth
to be full of men and women who were like Him. People who loved Him. People who
loved His word. People who followed His ways.

Lots and lots of people followed Jesus from all areas of Israel. So Jesus went up into a mountain! Those who
were truly interested in what he had to say went up into the mountain with him. It was a quiet place where they
could really focus on what he had to say.

Matthew 5,6 and 7 is known as the “sermon on the mount”. It's all about becoming citizens of God's
kingdom. He lays out his expectations to people who want to be a part of it. Jesus explains in his message the
important things we should do to be real followers of him in our lives.

A key theme in his message is: 4v17,23; 5v1,3,10,19,20,35;6v10,13,33;

This statement reveals Jesus' mission during his ministry. He's highlighting that his
teachings are primarily for those who realize they need to repent and grow
spiritually, not for those who believe they are already righteous and don't need
to change.

Jesus focuses on connecting with people who acknowledge their faults and are
ready to leave sin behind, embracing a journey of repentance and change.

On the sabbath day Jesus enters into the synagogue in Capernaum so that he could teach the people. The
Sabbath day was a day of rest and worship that occurred once a week. The Sabbath was a holy day and was
meant for rest, reflection, and spending time with family and community.

As usual everyone in
Capernaum was happy to know Jesus was back there again and
they were all talking about him. In Capernaum there lived a

centurion - a Gentile.

He had dared to
oppose King Herod’s marriage and had been
put into prison. Occasionally, he was allowed

visitors, and his disciples sometimes visited
him. They told him of the prophet of Nazareth whom he had baptized in the Jordan his
cousin Jesus’, who was gathering great crowds, and performing amazing miracles.

John the Baptist did know Jesus was the Messiah. However, while he was in prison, his
faith wavered and he had some doubts. So, John sent his disciples to ask Jesus if he
really was the Messiah or if they should expect someone else.

Simon thought Jesus might be a prophet and felt he was honoring him by hosting a meal. He cared more about
his reputation and was only curious about Jesus, rather than truly following him. Simon didn’t even have the

love to greet Jesus properly!

but to whom little is forgiven, the same loveth little".

This simply means that the woman forgiven of her sins was more valued than the
Pharisee, who practiced religion, but lacked genuine compassion and love.

His
name was Jairus. He was a ruler in the Synagogue, a very important man among the Jews.
